To help our very hard working show office personal, please review the following checklist
before you leave home and bring the following with you when you come to show office to
register.

Please send in your entry information before the show, there is no penalty to scratch regular AQHA
classes at the show and it makes the show registration flow much smoother.

It is the Exhibitor’s responsibility to know the AQHA AND MQHA rules. AQHA rulebooks
are free with your AQHA membership; they can be requested from AQHA.

Remember to pay your MQHA memberships before year end awards can be counted
(owner and exhibitor)

To scratch a class, it must be done at the office on the scratch sheets before the
class starts. This can not be done at the gate.

- All MQHA Futurities and Stake Classes and Stallion Service Sale Classes must be
entered AT THE LATEST the 1st night the office is open at each show.
NO Exceptions!!! ie Thurs night @ the Jun & Aug show, Friday for Sept. show

- Exhibitors must present
Horse registration papers
AQHA members card or purchase at the show
MQHA Member card or purchase at the show
If you forget your AQHA card, you MUST purchase an AQHA membership at the
show (if you have already paid your AQHA Membership for this year and forgot your
card, you will still be required to purchase an AQHA Membership again. AQHA tries
to ensure memberships purchased at shows are credited to your account thus
extending your membership by the amount of time you purchased but this is not
guaranteed.
> ROM - if you wish to enter Performance Halter, you must bring your own PROOF OF
ROM; the office cannot go online and verify your information. If you don’t bring this
paper, you cannot show in Performance Halter Classes.
You will need your papers from AQHA to show in green classes.

New this Year - Payment arrangements must be made with the office upon
registering for classed the night before the show begins.

> New this Year - Booking stalls D any stalls that are booked must be cancelled on
the Monday prior to the show or a fee of 50% of stall fee will be charged to exhibitors
booking stalls.

- Exhibitors must bring proof of AQHA Lease Agreement in order to show.

- The barns open the day before the show at 8am; any difference arrangement must be
made before hand with Melissa Hicken.

- Our NFS Policy is that a fee of $30 will be charged on all NSF cheques along with
replacement of the original cheque value, this is to be made in cash. Any further
payment for this show season will also need to be made in cash. All Accounts must be
settled with the Office PRIOR to leaving the Show Grounds. MQHA points of
Entries/Accounts which are not settled will be permanently revoked and the outstanding
bill must be paid in full before the Entry may compete in another MQHA event (this
applies to all fees including tack stalls and electric hookups).

MQHA POINTS FOR MQHA YEAR END AWARDS

Horses become eligible for _year -end awards when ownerOs membership and
exhibitorOs membership is paid . Horse bought from a nonmember becomes eligible for
points only from the date of purchase by member of MQHA. Transfer of ownership between
members will not alter open points. Points accumulate only after membership has been paid.
NO EXCEPTIONS.

For a horse to be eligible for an award, the class must be offered at and shown in at least
60% of the MQHA pointed shows. Please note the number of shows is based on individual
days and will be rounded up or down at the .5 mark.

It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to advise the point secretary of any change in
ownership.

Points will be awarded based on the following. Horses placing in the top 9 will be given a
point for each horse placing below them, plus one point, not to exceed 9 points. For
example: in a class of ten horses, first place gets nine, second get eight and so on.

Grand and Reserves could get extra points. The Grand Champion horse must get 1 point
more than any other horse in the same sex division, and the reserve horse must get an equal
number of points as any other horse, except for the grand horse. These extra points are not
awarded to the individual class but to the overall award class.

The points for all around awards are to be calculated based on the above point system. The
All-around points for each show (for each horse in open, and each horse and rider in
amateur or youth) are then added together to obtain the year-end results.

In order for a horse to be eligible for an MQHA year-end All-Around (high point and reserve)
they must compete in at least three division classes (halter (except in Novice), rail class and
pattern class) per show at a minimum of 60% of the MQHA pointed shows. One of the
Divisions shown in MUST be the Halter Class for your Division. This applies to the following
divisions only: Open, Amateur, and Youth. Novice Youth and Novice Amateur ARE NOT
required to show in the halter division in order to qualify. Any extra classes you show in,
after you have met your 60% in the 3 divisions will also count toward total points as extra
classes. lItis not necessary to have 60% in these extra classes.

As per the new AQHA rule any rider showing a horse with a temporary permit will not earn
any MQHA points. Those showing a leased horse are eligible for MQHA awards.

In case of a tie for the High Point Overall Halter in any division, the award will go to the horse
that has earned the most Grands.

In case of a tie for the High Point “Class” award, the award will go to the horse that has the
most first place wins. If there is still a tie, then the award will go to the horse that has been
shown in the highest number of classes. The third way is on the last judge they both showed
under, the competitor with the highest placing wins.

Points for Leadline,Walk-Trot 11 & Under and Walk-Trot 35 & over will be awarded to the
rider only, regardless of the horse ridden. Rider must be an MQHA member to qualify for
points toward year end awards.(Points count from the time membership has been paid.)



MQHA 2009 Lunge Line Futurity Guidelines

Equipment

Horses are to be shown in a halter, regular or show type is acceptable. The only attachment to the
halter allowed is the lunge line, which may not exceed 30 feet in length, with a chain or snap
attached to the halter. The lunge line must hang free from the halter without touching any part of the
horse. Lunge whips are permissible. No other equipment is allowed on the horse during the class
except for a lead shank during the conformation judging. Mechanical or retractable lunge lines are
not allowed.

Dress

Conventional western attire is suggested. However, if the prospect is considered to be a hunt seat
prospect, then the horse is braided and shown at the walk, trot, and canter. The exhibitor may wear
hunt seat attire to show a hunt seat prospect.

Judging

Judges will be outside the lunging circle. All exhibitors will enter the arena at the same time. Half will
retire to the far end and the remaining half will stay at the in-gate end of the ring. The first exhibitor
from the far-end of the arena will move to the center of the arena and await the whistle. When the
whistle is blown, the exhibitor will be allowed 90 seconds to show his horse. While the first exhibitor
is being judged, the 2nd exhibitor will step out of line and be prepared to begin as soon as the first
exhibitor is done. Exhibitors will alternate from each end of the arena in a pre-determined order.

It is mandatory that the horse walk, jog/trot, and lope/canter in each direction. The exhibitor may
begin work in the direction (counter or clockwise) of their choice.

A whistle blow shall mark the beginning and end points of the judged time. (Verbal Notes:
Announcer will mark the half-point and the last 10-second period.) At the completion of the
exhibitor's lunging time they shall retire to the end of the arena. All horses are to remain at the end of
the arena after they have been lunged and should stand quietly while other exhibitors are being
judged.

After the lunging competition is completed, the horses will line up, halter fashion, and prepare for
conformation judging. The judges may not discriminate for or against bulk, but rather look for a total
picture, emphasizing balance and athletic capabilities. Horses are to be judged 70% on their
movement and 30% on their conformation.

Judges should judge the movement of the horse on the following criteria:

A pleasure horse should be a happy horse and a natural horse. Emphasis shall be placed on good
movers, manners, and attitude, as reflected in the horse's ears, mouth, tail, and way of going.
Judges shall be instructed to pay particular attention to the above mentioned and any attempt to
alter the above shall be severely penalized.

a Horses must be sound of sight, wind, and limb.

b The walk should be comfortable, flat, and ground-covering. A horse that is
walking correctly is bright, alert and responsive to the handler's guidance. The
walk is a four-beat gait. It should be soft, comfortable, flat and ground covering.
Each foot should come out of the ground at the same pace it goes in.



¢ The jog or trot should be soft, relaxed, and comfortable, with a clean lift in the
motion. The legs should be working in diagonal pairs, making a distinct two-beat
gait. At no time should it resemble a running walk nor should it be rough or
stilted. The speed and stride should be compatible with the horse's size and
conformation. (Example: a 14.2 hand horse and a 16-hand horse should not be
expected to travel at the same speed.)

d The lope or canter should be soft, rolling, and a comfortable natural three-beat
gait. The horse's legs should be moving freely with full extension of the limbs.

e If the horse's chin or nose area shows signs of broken skin, rawness or bleeding,
the horse will be eliminated from the competition.

—h

If the horse plays on the lunge line, it shall not be counted against the horse. The horse
should be judged as though the pleasure prospect was playing in the field. The judge, at
his/her discretion, may penalize a horse for excessive bucking, running off, or displaying
attitudes uncomplimentary to pleasure horses such as ear pinning or tail wringing.

MQHA Walk Trot Rules

The purpose of the MQHA Lead Line & Walk Trot classes is to provide a safe and fun class for those
who do not otherwise show under-saddle or who are just beginning to show. Helmets will be
permitted.

Lead Line

Riders shall be between the ages of 3 and 11 as of January 1% of the current calendar year.
It is not required that the horse be registered to the rider or any member of the riders family.
Riders may exhibit in English or Western attire.
Horse must be lead by a handler 16 years of age or older.
Riders may not exhibit in any AQHA approved class at the show in which a canter or lope is
required or any Futurity or Maturity.
*  Membership in MQHA or AQHA is not required to show but rider must be MQHA

member to be eligible for MQHA Year End Awards
* Can not lope on grounds.

Walk Trot 11 & under

Riders shall be 11 years old or under as of January 1 of the current calendar year.
It is not required that the horse be registered to the rider or any member of the riders family.
Riders may exhibit in English or Western attire.
Riders may not exhibit in any AQHA approved class at the show in which a canter or lope is
required or any Futurity or Maturity.
*  Membership in MQHA or AQHA is not required to show but rider must be MQHA
member to be eligible for MQHA Year End Awards.
* Can not lope on grounds.

Walk Trot 35 & over

«  On their ‘honor’, exhibitors shall be 35 years of age or older as of January 1% of the current
calendar year (the age ‘minimum’ may be amended at the discretion of show management).

* Riders may not exhibit in any AQHA approved class at the show in which a canter or lope is
required or any Futurity, STAKE or Maturity.

* Riders may exhibit in English or Western attire.

* ltis not required that the horse be registered to the rider or any member of the riders family.

*  Membership in MQHA or AQHA is not required to show but rider must be MQHA
member to be eligible for MQHA Year E nd Awards.

* Can not lope on grounds.



There will be no more ties for first place. A tie Breaker Judge will be
announced each morning. However, ties will still be broken for the

remaining placings.

LOPE FOR CASH

The LOPE FOR CASH consists of a series of 9 Western classes, one held at each of the shows
during the MQHA summer circuits. Final placings are determined according to the number of
qualified entries. A qualified entry is a horse/rider combination that has competed and received a
score in at least 60% LOPE FOR CASH classes.

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RULES FOR THE 2009 LOPE FOR CASH

AQHA registered horses only; horses must shown by registered owner in accordance with AQHA
rules

Exhibitor must be a member of AQHYA and must be a member of MQHYA at the time of entry
Class to be judged in accordance with AQHA rules

Horse/rider combination must show in a minimum of 60% LOPE FOR CASH classes and receive
a score in at least 60% classes to qualify for a final placing. A disqualification in a class shall
result in “no score”.

Final placings shall be made on highest scores. All shows scored over the 60% will be counted.
Should a tie result in the final placings the score of a tie-breaker judge shall be used to resolve
the tie. The tie-breaker judge shall be the judge of the first class in which any of the tied entries
showed.

Point system shall be the same as that used to determine MQHA year-end awards.

Entry fee shall be $11.00 per class entered.

20% of entry fees shall be withheld for expenses as per MQHA futurity guidelines.

Winner will receive a customized award. Top ten finishers will receive ribbons.

. Paybacks shall be determined according to the number of qualified entries. A qualified entry is

one that has competed in and received a score in at least 60% of LOPE FOR CASH classes.

. LOPE FOR CASH entries can be made at each show.

« up to 10 entries: payback to half the number of qualified entries rounded down if there are
an odd number of entries

« Add one pay back slot for each additional 5 entries. For instance:

10 entries - 5 paybacks
12 entries - 5 paybacks
